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Getting Started

When you first type in www.gscintell.com to your we b browser, you come to the home page and will be as ked to LOG 
IN across the top webheader. 

You will automatically have been allocated a USERNAME and a PASSWORD by your company’s Transport Intelligence 
account manager. If you do not have these details, then please contact the person in your company resp onsible for 
portal access.

Your USERNAME will be your email address. 

Click Sign In .

You can then access the various different segments by clicking on any of the boxes; Providers, Markets, 
Industries, Regions, Countries or Clients or click on Ti Dashboard, My GSCi or Top 10s.
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Browsing the portal

Providers gives you information on more than 700 transport an d logistics service providers.

Markets provides you with information on the key supply-sid e segments such as Contract Logistics, Express, Fre ight 
Forwarding for example. 

Industries gives you information on industry vertical sectors e.g. automotive, high tech etc.

The Regions and Countries categories provide you with a mix of economic, trad e, geographic, demographic and transport 
infrastructure related data as well as market sizin gs, forecasts, market share information.

Clients gives you an overview of approximately 100 shippers  e.g. manufacturers and retailers etc.

To start browsing just click on one of these button s.

Ti Dashboard provides over 50 
charts and tables of the most 
important macro and industry 
specific indicators.

Top 10s collects market data 
from around the world and 
lists them as comparisons 
across many different indices.

Providers

As a worked example , we will guide you through usi ng the Providers category.

First click on the Providers button as shown above. This will bring you to the p age below. Over 700 logistics service 
providers’ company profiles are listed. For guidance , companies which have three red squares by the side  of their 
names have the most information, whilst those with one square contain the least. These are usually sma ller companies.

Companies with three red squares are listed in the left hand column.

At the same time the Quick search facility appears. By typing in the first letter of the Providers name this will 
instantly display all the providers listed beginnin g with that letter so that you can quickly select t he chosen 
provider.

To access the profile click onto the name of the pr ovider.

This will bring you to the company profile of the c ompany on which you have clicked. You will see a nu mber 
of headings. To access the information contained un der any of these headings just click anywhere on th e 
bar next to it, or use the menu on the left hand side . Sections can then be closed by clicking once more  on 
the heading bar or on the relevant heading within t he left hand menu.
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Providers – Major Contracts

Under two sub-headings Mergers & Acquisitions and Major Contracts Listing you will find interactive ‘embedded’
databases. This is illustrated below:

This database can be exported into Microsoft Excel.  You also have the ability to search and manipulate  
the information contained in the database by clicki ng on the various symbols in the heading rank 
(indicated above).
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Providers – Regions/Countries

Under many headings you will notice sub-headings wh ich can be either in RED, GREY or BLUE. For example  this 
occurs under Regions showing in which region and country the logistics p rovider has a presence. 

When the Region is in Red this signifies that there is information about the specific provider’s operations in that 
region. If it is Blue a link will take you to the p rofile of that region.

If it happens to be Grey (most often occurs in sist er concerns/alliances) this signifies that we do no t have a profile 
for it.

Related countries signifies that we have information relating to the specific providers operations in a country 
within that region. Other related countries provides a list of countries in which the provider has operations, each 
with a link to a profile.
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Providers – News/Briefs

You will find all the Categories, Providers, Clients, Regions, Countries and Markets inter-related in this way allowing 
you to move between them all as you browse for info rmation.

Finally scroll down to the bottom of the Provider p rofile where you will find the latest Transport Int elligence News
and Briefs appended. 

Click on any of the titles to reveal the news item.
